Neighbourhood Watch is no longer all about reporting crime.  It is about ensuring that communities are safe.  This might include such diverse subjects as road safety, doorstep safety and internet safety.  
 
Neighbourhood Watches develop and adapt to fit the communities they serve.  They come in all shapes and sizes.  Some watches are incorporated into existing groups, such as Community Safety Panels, Housing Associations or Tenants and Residents Associations, keeping safety on the agenda.  Watches often work with other agencies like the police and local authorities to help make communities safer.

• You can work together with your local community to determine and address priorities.
• You can work with other local NW Schemes, the police and other partners
